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Get Real, Get Tested 
Report on Testing Events as of June 25, 2007
Get Real, Get Tested is North Carolina’s campaign to encourage HIV education and testing through a two-pronged approach: the educational segment is designed to reach citizens statewide, while the testing segment targets select high-morbidity communities.  The overall campaign is sponsored by WRAZ/FOX 50, Duke Medicine, UNC Health Care, and the State of North Carolina’s HIV STD Prevention and Care Branch.  

The first Get Real, Get Tested targeted testing event was held in Fayetteville, North Carolina on December 8 and 9, 2006.  Free HIV and syphilis testing was offered at the Cumberland County Health Department and in various locations in Fayetteville.  Testing teams comprised volunteers from the HIV/STD Prevention and Care Branch, Cumberland County Department of Health, UNC Project STYLE, Rocky Mount OIC, Robeson County Health Department, NCCU Department of Health Education, Cape Fear Bureau for Community Action, HUGGS, Operation Sickle Cell, and Tri-County Community Health. Overall, 308 people were tested during the Fayetteville Get Real, Get Tested event.  Eight people tested positive for HIV-1 antibody.
The second Get Real, Get Tested targeted testing event was held in Raleigh on February 8 and in Durham on February 9, 2007. Free HIV and syphilis testing was offered at the Wake County and Durham County health departments and in various other locations in both cities.  Testing teams included volunteers from the HIV/STD Prevention and Care Branch, Wake County Human Services, Durham County Health Department, Alliance of AIDS Services-Carolina, El Centro Hispano, UNC Project STYLE, and CAARE, Inc. 218 people were tested during these Get Real, Get Tested events. Four people tested positive for HIV-1 antibody. An additional Get Real, Get Tested event was held in Raleigh in May, at which 91 people were tested; four of them tested positive for HIV-1 antibody. 

The third Get Real, Get Tested targeted testing event was held in High Point on April 20 and in Greensboro on April 21, 2007. Free HIV and syphilis testing was offered in various locations in those two cities. Testing teams included volunteers from the HIV/STD Prevention and Care Branch, Guilford County Department of Public Health, Triad Health Project, and Sickle Cell Disease Association of the Piedmont. In all, 282 people were tested during the Get Real, Get Tested events in Greensboro and High Point. Three people tested positive for HIV-1 antibody. 
The fourth Get Real, Get Tested targeted testing event took place in Rocky Mount on June 22 and June 23. Free HIV and syphilis tests were offered at various locations, including Wal-Mart. Testing teams included volunteers from the HIV/STD Prevention and Care Branch, Nash and Edgecombe County Health Departments, Abundant Life Community Action Center (ALCAC); Caring Hearts Healthcare; New Sources, Inc.; Northeastern North Carolina Partnership for Public Health; Project GRACE; Project Momentum, Inc.; Rocky Mount Housing Authority; Rocky Mount Opportunities Industrialization Center (OIC), Inc.; and SOZO Ministries, Inc. In all, 440 people were tested during the Get Real, Get Tested events in Rocky Mount. Test results are pending.
